The Rapporteur, Mr Anderson (UK), on a point of order, Mr Ozerov (RUS) and Mr Adamia (GE) spoke.

Amendment R was rejected.

Mr Ozerov (RUS) moved Amendment S as follows:

In sub-paragraph 8.f., replace the words “call for” by the words “work actively towards adoption of”.

Amendment S was agreed to.

Mr Anderson (UK) moved Amendment L as follows:

In sub-paragraph 8.f., after the words “and call for”, leave out the remainder of the paragraph and insert the words “continuing consultation and co-operation on issues mentioned in the Founding Act including arms control, non-proliferation and counter-terrorism.”

Amendment L was rejected.

Sub-paragraph 8.f., as amended, was agreed to.

Mr Roth (USA) moved Amendment N as follows:

After sub-paragraph 8.f. insert the following new paragraph:

"CALLS upon the North Atlantic Council to issue no later than during its Summit meeting in 2002 invitations to NATO accession negotiations to Slovenia, Slovakia, and Lithuania and any other European democracy that seeks membership in the Alliance and that has met the criteria for NATO membership as established in the Alliance’s 1995 Study on NATO enlargement;"
Mr Olrich (IS) spoke, on a point of order.

The Rapporteur, Mr Pastusiak (PL), Mr Sebej (SK) and Mr Rebuffa (I) spoke.

Amendment N was agreed to.

Paragraph 8, as amended, was agreed to.

The draft Resolution on NATO Enlargement [AT 267 PC (00) 10], as amended, was adopted.
