Presentation of the draft Resolution on Energy by Mr Vernon Ehlers (United States), General Rapporteur [AT 276 STC (00) 12]





The Chairman gave the floor to Mr Vernon Ehlers, the General Rapporteur.





The General Rapporteur presented the draft General Report which he had revised, taking the comments made during the Spring Session into account and the draft Resolution on Energy.





Sir Peter Emery (UK), Mr Gherman (RO), Mr Beyreli (TR) and Mrs Le Poole (NL) spoke, to which the General Rapporteur replied.





The Chairman congratulated the General Rapporteur on the draft General Report.





The draft General Report Powering the Future: Energy Technologies and Policies for the 21st Century [AT 271 STC (00) 9] was adopted.

The Chairman invited the Rapporteur to present the draft Interim Report.





The Rapporteur (UK) presented his draft Interim Report that dealt with the control of small arms and light weapons and the draft Resolution on Small Arms Control.

9.	Consideration of the draft Special Report Emerging Technologies and their Impact on Arms Control and Non-Proliferation by Mr Lothar Ibrügger (Germany), Special Rapporteur [AT 275 STC (00) 11]





The Chairman invited the Special Rapporteur to present his draft Special Report.





The Special Rapporteur (D) presented his draft Special Report on the profound implications that the remarkable advances in weapons technologies of the last decade may have on arms control and non-proliferation.





Mr Ehlers (USA) and Mr Iver (RUS) commented and the Special Rapporteur replied.





The draft Special Report Emerging Technologies and their Impact on Arms Control and Non-Proliferation [AT 275 STC (00) 11] was adopted.








8.	Presentation by Dr Alexander Pikayev, Co-Chair, Non-Proliferation Programme, Carnegie Moscow Center, Russia, on From Russia – with New Nuclear Challenges





The Chairman introduced Dr Alexander Pikayev, an independent Russian analyst, and invited him to take the floor.





Dr Pikayev gave a short presentation on the major problems facing Russian nuclear arsenal and their impact on Western Europe.





Mr Gherman (RO) and Mr Rebelo (P) spoke and Dr Alexander Pikayev replied.








10.	Consideration of the draft Special Report Natural and Technological Catastrophes in Eastern Europe: Risk Assessment and Management by Mr Oliviu Gherman (Romania), Special Associate Rapporteur [AT 272 STC (00) 10]





The Chairman invited the Special Associate Rapporteur, Mr Oliviu Gherman to present the final version of his report on the risk of natural and technological catastrophes.





The Special Associate Rapporteur presented his draft Special Report and introduced those paragraphs that had been added after the Budapest discussions.





The Chairman thanked the Special Associate Rapporteur.





Sir Peter Emery (UK) spoke and suggested that the Special Associate Rapporteur stay on and update his report on the position and dangers that still exist in the field of the safety of nuclear power plants in Central and Eastern Europe.





The Committee accepted Sir Peter Emery’s proposal.





The draft Special Report Natural and Technological Catastrophes in Eastern Europe: Risk Assessment and Management [AT 272 STC (00) 10] was adopted.








12.	Debate on the future activities of the Science and Technology Committee





Before discussing the future work of the Committee, the Chairman made a few remarks on the Committee’s visit to the United States in October 2000.  He proposed that the topic of the Committee’s General Report 2001 be Problems arising from the former Soviet Union’s nuclear arsenal.





The Chairman then informed members that the Committee will be participating together with the Economics and Security Committee in the Economics Colloquium in Bucharest in the Spring 2001.








13.	Activities of the Sub-Committee on the Proliferation of Military Technology presented by Sir Peter Emery (United Kingdom), Sub-Committee Chairman





Sir Peter Emery (UK), Chairman of the Sub-Committee, proposed:





a visit to Norway in May;


a short visit to Iceland in October immediately before the annual session in Ottawa;


a visit to the UK in October/November.





As a subject for a new report, he suggested looking at the relationship between new technologies and terrorism.





Mr Ehlers (USA) and the Chairman spoke.





Mrs Riera (E) suggested a visit to Spain to discuss terrorism. 





Mrs Garcia Alcañiz Calvo (E) spoke. 





The Chairman accepted the proposal to visit Spain as a possible alternative to the UK.


The Chairman decided that the Director should send an outline to the members of subjects/countries and dates and invited members to send in their comments.





Mrs Le Poole (NL) drew the attention of the Committee members on behalf of Mr van Eekelen to his Foundation.








Election of Committee and Sub-Committee officers

Mrs Le Poole (NL) moved Amendment A as follows:





After sub-paragraph 6.h., add the following new sub-paragraph:





"to ratify the Kyoto Protocol".





Mr Ehlers (USA), Sir Peter Emery (UK) and Mr Kerdraon (F) spoke.





The Rapporteur suggested modifying the amendment as follows:





After sub-paragraph 6.a., add the following new sub-paragraph:





“to include emission requirements for all nations in the Kyoto Protocol and urge its ratification;”





The amendment, as amended, was adopted.





Mr Kerdraon (F) withdrew Amendment B.





Sub-paragraphs 6.b. to 6.h. were agreed to.





The draft Resolution on Energy [AT 276 STC (00) 12] , as amended, was adopted. 





The Committee proceeded to consider the draft Resolution on Small Arms Control [AT 277 STC (00) 13].





Paragraphs 1 to 7 were agreed to.





Mr Wiebe (CDN) moved Amendment A, as follows:





In sub-paragraph 8.l.ii insert a comma after the word “searches”, remove the word “and” and insert after the word “seizures” the words “and destruction”.





The Rapporteur accepted Amendment A. 





Mr Palombo (I) spoke.





Sir Peter Emery (UK) moved Amendment C, which was signed by nine other members.  Mr Rebelo (P) remarked he had signed the amendment as well.  The amendment read as follows:





After sub-paragraph 8.l.iii., add the following new sub-paragraph:

	"to encourage all possible efforts and international cooperation to avoid the recruitment of children as soldiers in armed conflicts;"





The Rapporteur accepted the further three amendments.





The amendments A, B, C and D were adopted.





Paragraph 8, as amended, was agreed to.





The draft Resolution on Small Arms Control [AT 277 STC (00) 13], as amended, was adopted.








16.	Closing remarks by the Chairman





The Chairman thanked all committee members, parliamentary observers and observers for their presence as well as the interpreters and the staff.
