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The meeting opened on Saturday 6 October 2001 at 9.45, with Mr Arthur Paecht (France), Chairman of the Committee, in the Chair.

Introductory remarks by the Chairman, Mr Arthur Paecht (France)
The Chairman, speaking on behalf of the Committee, expressed his condolences to the American people and to the representatives of other countries plunged into mourning by the events of 11 September and asked for a minute’s silence to be observed.

He welcomed the participants to the meeting and thanked the Canadian delegation in particular.

He then presented the programme, the subjects for discussion and the draft resolution that was to be debated. Finally, he detailed some procedural points concerning the submission of amendments.

Due to Mr Kröning’s engagements, the Chairman proposed to address item 11 before item 9.

Mr Tulaev (RUS) requested the floor and made comments on the report by the Sub-Committee on Democratic Governance that was to be presented by Mr Chauveau. 

The draft agenda, thus amended, was adopted.
3.
Adoption of the Minutes of the Meeting of the Committee on the Civil Dimension of Security held in Vilnius, Tuesday 29 May 2001 [AU 93 CC (01) 5]

The Minutes [AU 93 CC (01) 5] were adopted.
4.
Presentation by Mr Houchang Hassan-Yari, Director, Department of Political and Economic Science, Royal Military College, Canada, on Civil Security in the Middle East and its ramifications in Europe and North America, followed by discussion
The Chairman retraced the career and the work of Mr Hassan-Yari. He then gave him the floor.

After describing relations between civilians and the military in the Middle East, the sources of the legitimacy of political and military power and the dangers threatening State security, Mr Hassan‑Yari concluded his speech with the means of eradicating the causes of extremism.

The Chairman thanked the speaker. He opened the debate by raising the first comments and questions.

Mr Hassan-Yari responded.

Mr Kröning (D), General Rapporteur, raised three additional questions to which Mr Hassan-Yari responded.

Alice Mahon (UK), Mr Clapham (UK), Mr Bettendorf (L), Mr Bagishaev (RUS), Mr Chauveau (F), M. D'Hondt (B), Mr Kazak (BG), Mr Paritsky (IL) and Mr Hangar (CDN) made comments and raised questions to which Mr Hassan-Yari responded.

The Chairman thanked Mr Hassan-Yari and concluded the debate.

5.
Consideration of the draft Special Report South-East Europe: Challenges and Prospects for Lasting Peace and Stability [AU 193 CC (01) 10], presented by Mr Petre Roman (Romania), Special Associate Rapporteur
Mr Kröning (D), General Rapporteur, took the Chair.

The Special Associate Rapporteur presented the draft Special Report.

The debate on the draft Special Report was deferred until after the presentation by Mr Collenette (item 7).

7.
Presentation by Mr David Collenette, Minister of Transport, Canada, followed by discussion

The Chairman introduced Mr David Collenette, Member of the House of Commons for 16 years before being appointed Minister of Transport in June 1997.

He wished Mr Collenette to talk in particular about the management by his Ministry of the crisis of 11 September.

Mr Collenette recalled the energetic internal measures that he had immediately had adopted in the field of air safety and co-operation with the United States. He explained that to lessen the impact of the crisis on air carriers, compensation had been provided for straight away. The speaker concluded with the measures taken to ensure public safety and security in airports.

The Chairman thanked Mr Collenette and opened the debate.

Mr Collenette responded to the questions and comments from Mr Roman (RO), Mr Bagishaev (RUS), Mrs Maheu (CDN), Mrs Kalantzakos (GR), Mr Clapham (UK), Mr Zijlstra (NL), Mr McInnis (USA) and Mr Malan (I).

The Chairman thanked Mr Collenette.

5.
Consideration of the draft Special Report South-East Europe: Challenges and Prospects for Lasting Peace and Stability [AU 193 CC (01) 10], presented by Mr Petre Roman (Romania), Special Associate Rapporteur
Mr McInnis (USA), Vice-Chairman of the Committee, took the Chair and gave the floor to Mr Chauveau (F), who raised the first question.

The Special Associate Rapporteur responded.

The General Rapporteur, Mr Clapham (UK), Sir Geoffrey Johnson Smith (UK), Mr Bagishaev (RUS), Mrs Kalantzakos (GR) and Mr Malan (I), after underlining the quality of the Special Report, raised questions.

The Special Associate Rapporteur responded to each one.

The draft Special Report South-East Europe: Challenges and Prospects for Lasting Peace and Stability [AU 193 CC (01) 10] was adopted.

Mr Bagnell (CDN) made a final comment.

11.
Consideration of the draft General Report Civil Contributions to European Security [AU 191 CC (01) 9], presented by Mr Volker Kröning (Germany), General Rapporteur

The General Rapporteur presented the draft general report.

Mr Roman (RO) and Alice Mahon (UK) made comments and raised questions to which the General Rapporteur responded.

Mr Bagishaev (RUS), Mr Clapham (UK) and Mr Chauveau (F) spoke.

The General Rapporteur responded to their questions and comments. Following a suggestion by Mr Clapham (UK), he proposed an amendment to the wording of paragraph 33.

Mr Clapham (UK) approved.

The draft General Report Civil Contributions to European Security [AU 19 CC (01) 9] was adopted unanimously.
10.
Presentation by Mrs Carolyn M. McAskie, Deputy Emergency Relief Co-ordinator, Office for the Co-ordination of Humanitarian Affairs of the United Nations, followed by discussion

The Chairman introduced Mrs McAskie and gave her the floor.
Mrs McAskie spoke on the different models of humanitarian intervention on the basis of experiences in Kosovo and East Timor. She also described the particular problem of Afghanistan.

The Chairman thanked the speaker and opened the debate.

Mr Bagnell (CDN), Mr Chauveau (F) and Mr Kröning (D) raised questions to which Mrs McAskie responded.

The Chairman thanked Mrs McAskie again.

9.
Presentation by Mrs Gwen McClure, Assistant Director of the Criminal Organisations and Drugs Subdivision, INTERPOL, on Organised Criminal Activity in the Balkans and CEE countries, followed by discussion
The Chairman introduced Mrs McClure and gave her the floor.

Following a brief description of Interpol, Mrs McClure gave a presentation, in the light of the events of 11 September, on the links between traditional criminal activity and political terrorism in the Balkans and the Central and Eastern European countries.

The Chairman thanked the speaker.

He gave the floor to Mr Bagishaev (RUS), Mr Bagnell (CDN), Mr Hanger (CDN), Mr Newton Dunn (European Parliament), Mr Clapham (UK) and Mr Malan (I), who raised questions to which Mrs McClure responded.

The Chairman thanked Mrs McClure again.

6.
Consideration of the Exchange of letters between the Chairman of the Committee on the Civil Dimension of Security, Mr Arthur Paecht, and the NATO Assistant Secretary General for Political Affairs, Mr Günther Altenburg, relating to the Resolution 296 (2000) on Reinforcing the European Union’s Capacity to Contribute to Euro-Atlantic Security and Stability [AU 195 CC (01) 12]

The Chairman read out the reply from Mr Altenburg to the letter that he had sent to him at the request of the members in Vilnius, drawing the attention of NATO’s Political Affairs Division to the need to take account of the civil dimension of Euro-Atlantic security. 

The members took note of this communication.

8.
Consideration of the draft Report of the Sub-Committee on Democratic Governance Prospects for Democratic Reform in the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia/Serbia, Belarus and Kaliningrad [AU 192 CC/DG (01) 3] and the Addendum on Belarus [AU 192 CC/DG (01) 3 Addendum], presented by Mr Guy-Michel Chauveau (France), Rapporteur
The Rapporteur presented the Sub-Committee’s draft Report.

The Chairman gave the floor to Mr Tulaev (RUS), who made comments.

The Rapporteur responded.

The Chairman gave explanations to Mr Tulaev.

Alice Mahon (UK) underlined the quality of the report by Mr Chauveau.

Mr Ahlin (S), Mr D’Hondt (B), Mr Bagishaev (RUS), Mr Kazak BG) and Mr Roman (RO) made comments and raised questions to which the Rapporteur responded.

The draft Report of the Sub-Committee on Democratic Governance Prospects for Democratic Reform in the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia/Serbia, Belarus and Kaliningrad [AU 192 CC/DG (01) 3] was adopted together with the addendum.
12.
Consideration of amendments and vote on the draft Resolution on Belarus [AU 194 CC (01) 11], presented by Mr Guy-Michel Chauveau (France), Rapporteur
The Chairman gave the floor to Mr Malan (I), who presented amendment No 1, worded as follows:


CRITICISES Mr Lukashenko’s policies severely, strongly SUPPORTS the democratic evolution in Belarus and URGES the governments and parliaments of member countries to assist the Belorussian political and social forces pursuing these objectives, hoping that the political isolation of that country will end.

The Rapporteur accepted the amendment.

Amendment No 1 was adopted.
The draft Resolution on Belarus [AU 194 CC (01) 11], thus amended, was adopted.

13.
Discussion of the future activities of the Committee and Sub-Committee
The Chairman recalled that it had been decided in Berlin to make a clearer distinction between the work of the Committee and that of the Sub-Committee.

He also proposed that the Committee address the reform of the “security sector” and organised crime and monitor the development of European crisis management policy.

The Sub-Committee, for its part, could examine the development of the situation in South-East Europe, Russia’s difficulties as regards internal security and the situation in Moldova and Belarus.

Mr Clapham (UK) spoke to suggest that a study be carried out on drugs.

The Chairman indicated that such a study could form part of the work on organised crime.

Mr Bagishaev (RUS) considered it essential to examine the question of international terrorism.

The Chairman agreed with Mr Bagishaev.

Mr Bettendorf (L) proposed that the Committee examine and compare its member countries’ legislation on the fight against terrorism.

The Chairman suggested that this request be put to the Standing Committee, which would determine the competent Committee for this task.

Mr Malan (I) spoke.

14.
Election of Committee and Sub-Committee Officers
The Chairman first of all proposed to renew the terms of office of the re-eligible members.

He then gave the floor to the two candidates, namely Mr D’Hondt (B) and Mr Malan (I), for the posts of the non re-eligible members.

Mr D’Hondt (B) was elected with 7 votes against 4 for Mr Malan (I), with 1 abstention and 1 spoilt paper.

The Chairman, finally, proposed that henceforth the Sub-Committee have two Vice-Chairmen.

His proposal to create a second post of Vice-Chairman of the Sub-Committee was adopted.
